 I once asked a New 

York City police officer, ñHow 

do I get to Carnegie Hall?ò His 

reply was, ñpractice, practice, 

practice.ò 

 

 We tried to carry this 

message to alcoholics, and to 

practice these principles in all 

our affairs. 

 Trying requires action 

on our part. We must be entirely 

honest if we expect to help our-

selves and others. When we dis-

cover a prospect for Alcoholics 

Anonymous, find out all you can 

about them. Get an idea of their 

behavior, Problems, and back-

ground. You need this formation 

to put yourself in their place. 

 Remember when we 

first came into A.A.? It was 

agreed at the beginning that we 

would go to any lengths for vic-

tory over alcohol. Always re-

member, we are here to sweep 

off our side of the street, realiz-

ing that nothing worth while can 

be accomplished until we do so. 

When we share with a new-

comer, their faults are not dis-

cussed. We stick to our own 

experiences. 

 At first engage in gen-

eral conversation with the new 

sponsee. Then turn the talk to 

some phase of drinking. Tell 

them about your drinking habits 

to encourage the newcomer to 

speak of themselves. Let them 

draw their own conclusion. Al-

ways speak of alcoholism as an 

illness, a fatal malady. Explain 

that many are doomed who 

never realize their predicament. 

 What about the prac-

tice of these principles? Can we 

actually carry the A.A. spirit 

into our daily lives? Yes, all of 

these things are possible if we 

work for them. We know this 

because we see monotony, pain, 

and even calamity turned to 

good use by those who keep on 

trying to practice    A.A.ôs 

Twelve Steps. 

 We go to our meeting 

on a daily basic. We choose and 

join a home group. We get our-

selves active in service work. 

We get a sponsor. We tried to 

carry this message to alcoholics, 

and to practice these principles 

in all our affairs.

 Itôs funny, when I first saw this 

Tradition, all I felt was relief (that nobody 

would be telling who I was outside the meet-

ing rooms). Now, after these many years, I 

probably donôt think enough about this Tradi-

tion. I now really donôt care who knows Iôm 

an alcoholic. Many A.A.ôs are younger than 

my last drink (at least it was, I HOPE, my last 

drink). Now I am free to contemplate the rest 

of the Tradition, placing principles before 

personalities. To me, that means that I Must 

love all of my fellow A.A.ôs, but I donôt have 

to like all of you. I love your hearts, your 

alcoholic, often rusty, sometimes still empty 

or bitter, hearts. I love what God is doing for 

your heart on a daily basis, Because sooner or 

later, I will see Godôs work coming out of 

you. God does this for me, renewing my heart 

on a daily basis. Where there was only empti-

ness, bitterness, hatred, resentment, self-

loathing, and loneliness, now God  has taken 

over and wonôt let all that stuff around. My 

spiritual fitness, my heart, is renewed every 

day as a free gift from God as long as I hit my 

knees, pray in the morning, and thank Him at 

night. Iôm not perfect, nor entirely ñwellò yet, 

and donôt think I will achieve that lofty com-

plete and total serenity in my lifetime. But I 

get periods of serenity, periods where I feel 

pretty good about things, periods where I 

donôt rent any space in my head to anybody 

else, where depression isnôt there, anger isnôt 

there, and where I can really be of some use to 

my fellows. The Promises are working in my 

life, many of them more slowly than I want 

them to (RIGHT NOW!!!). Remember, itôs 

not ñeconomic insecurity,ò itôs ñFEAR of 

economic insecurity.ò Big difference, I always 

want MORE (money, love, etc.) because I am 

an alcoholic, but today, just for today, things 

are OK, and I know that things WILL get 

better if I work the 12 Steps, go to meetings, 

and take it One Day At A Time. I love you all. 

You are me, and I am you. Together we will 

walk, crawl, slither, or whatever we have to 

do to walk that Road to Happy Destiny.
