inventory ... 

   Accountability and action 
come to mind when we think of 
Step 10.  Putting into practice 
the other 9 steps and using the 
10th Step to maintain us on a 
daily basis.  Step 10 was a try 
and try again proposition.  It 
was easier than the 4th Step 
where you could sit for days or 
weeks making lists.  Step 10 
only requires of us to take a 
daily inventor, revive things we 
have done right so we can learn 
from them.  We had to learn to 
humble ourselves and admit to 
another living breathing person 
that we were wrong and we had 
to do this promptly.   

Thus a catch phrase for me as 
I had never done anything 
promptly in my life.  I ran my 
life of ego, self-will and resent-
ments not leaving for much 
self-examination. 
 
We could not admit we were 
wrong and now this program 
wanted us to admit we were.  
We do not understand this 
step when we first start work-
ing on it.  We think it would be 
miserable to keep rehashing 
the things we do wrong day 
after day.  After all, is not this a 
constant reminder of how we 
were failures? 

By the time we work this step 
with a sponsor, they should 
show us how we only have to 
stay in today and not go back-
wards into the past.  When we 
feel unbalanced we need to 
do a spot inventory.  Then we 
need to ask our high power to 
remove our offensive behav-
iors.  When we feel angry or 
resentful we must do the 
same.  Ask God to remove 
them and replace them with 
His will for us.  We need to 
review each action or thought 
that is wrong and check our 
motives for each one. 

Tradition 10:  Alcoholics 
Anonymous has no opinion 
on outside issues; hence 
the A.A. name ought never 
be drawn into public contro-
versy.

  AA wants nothing to do with 

problems of the world. Who will 

be the president, why are there 

wars, etc.? This is our only respon-

sibility , because someday my or 

your kid may need the hand of 

AA. ñé and for that I am respon-

sible.ò 

  The Washington movement of a 

century ago was much like AA of 

today, trying top help one another 

stay sober. Their demise was 

brought about by allowing outside 

to be promoted in their society.

(Reformers, politicians, and non-

alcoholics changing what their 

purpose was.) Early AAôs learned 

from this, resolving to keep AA 

out of public controversy. 

   For just this reason I feel AA is 

protected. It is a spiritual organiza-

tion that helps people find their 

way to a higher power. It does not 

tell you what or who that will be, 

this is a journey you must make 

for yourself. But by attending and 

watching miracles happen many 

times right before your eyes, your 

own mind will start to open. On 

P.310 in the Daily Reflection of 

AA it says ñAAôs single vision 

has lit a fire of faith in  sobriety in 

millions of hearts including 

mine.ò AA has a special place in 

my heart too.  

  The planet we live on is in con-

stant turmoil. Our own families 

can be in constant chaos. What we 

care about the most is how you 

stay sober through these difficult 

and painful situations. And as I 

have found, the closer you stay to 

AA and your Higher Power the 

better able you will be to handle 

the next situation.

Treasurerôs Report:  Pete M. brought to the attention of those present the outstanding donations from the 2 or More Group which has contrib-

uted $1500 so far this year and he expressed gratitude for their consistent support of Intergroup.  There continues to be an issue with the landlord 

regarding the division of the electric bill among the tenants who share the same meter as Central Office.  Pete estimates that the monthly electric-

ity charge for Central Office will range between $50 to $100 per month depending on the time of year and he will continue to work with the 

landlord until this is resolved.

District 15 Liaison:  Karen H. reported that Helen is the new District recording secretary and Diana is the new DCM for area 6. The How Impor-

tant Is It Meeting is changing back to 7:30 at St. Markôs.  The State Convention is Aug 13-17 in Ft. Lauderdale and the Area Quarterly is in 

Tampa Oct. 17-19th.  The area Corrections Meeting is in Sanford, FL in Sept. 

Unity Committee:  Mary Ellen C. asked for groups to volunteer to host the monthly Unity Meeting.   

The next available month is December.  The August Unity meeting is hosted by Tropical Attitudes on 8/16.
