What’s Inside 

 I am twenty-two years old.  At the present time, I am sitting in the county jail.  I have thir-

teen days left until my release date.  My being hee is a direct result of the crazy things I do when I 

drink. 

 I started drinking at age fifteen.  At first I drank because my new high school friends drank.  

They also did a lot of different kinds of drugs.  Once I realized the high I got from the drink, I was 

hooked.  I wasn‘t shy.  I finally fit in.  Before I knew it, I was going to all the parties and the coolest 

hangout spots. 

 Now that I look back, this is when things started to go into a downward spiral.  My grades 

began to drop, because I usually was drunk in class-if I even made it there.  Most of the time, I would 

just hang out by the school, getting high, being high, or looking for ways to get high. 

 Then as teenagers do, I got older.  I dropped out of school ad moved out of my parents‘ 

house.  I managed to get my license, only to lose it to a DWI.  I would manage to get apartments, cars, 

boyfriends, everything a girl could want, but I always lost them.  I would always end up homeless, 

with no money.  And I always found some way to drink.  Often, I would steal whatever I needed-

personal items, cigarettes, food. 

 I eventually got caught and went to jail for the first time.  I was released and strayed out of 

trouble for a little while.  Then I got lonely and went back to hanging out with the old, so-called 

friends.  I would immediately start to drink again.  Once again, I would lose everything. 

 As another couple years of the insanity of drinking went by, I would wonder why I kept 

losing everything.  My family even started to back away from me, or so it seemed.  I realize now that I 

was the one who had become distant.  I hardly called them and always cancelled dates. 

 I was arrested again and put back on probation.  At about the same time I got pregnant.  I 

know that was my Higher Power‘s way of keeping me clean throughout the whole pregnancy, but I 

was far from sober.  I was miserable, watching my significant other drink every night and crying my-

self to sleep after he passed out, usually after a fight.  Eventually, I left him.  I couldn‘t wait for the day 

when I could drink again. 

 After my daughter was born, I was mandated to attend AA meeting and to take Breathalyzers 

and drug tests on demand.  But even under the threat of jail I continued to drink.  I got caught many 

times, until my probation officer decided I needed rehab.  I completed rehab did the suggested ninety 

meeting in ninety days.  But I had no sponsor, and no group to support me in working the Steps. 

  

 Around the time of my daughter‘s first birthday, I decided to move back in with her father.  

Mind you, he was still drinking.  I was sober eight and had everything under control (or so I thought).  

That same night, I ended up drunk out of my mind and wondered how it had happened.  I thought I 

Was strong enough to say ―No.‖  I  fell of the wagon and couldn‘t hold on.  That night started an eight-

month binge. 

 I knew I need help.  I didn‘t want to repeat the past and end up homeless again.  I had a

daughter to worry about.  During this time, I was still going to meetings, because AA told me that 

the only requirement was a desire to stop drinking.  I did have that desire, but I was clearly doing 

the same things and expecting different results.  I didn‘t get a sponsor.  I got tot meetings late and 

left early.  I didn‘t talk to anyone.  I didn‘t even look at the Steps.  Eventually, I got caught drink-

ing again and went to rehab for three months.  I was also sentenced to more jail. 

 So here I am today.  I have seven months sober, and I am a bit nervous about getting 

out of jail.  I have been attending the AA meeting here once a week and talking to the speakers.  

During the week, when I hear girls say how much they are going to drink when they get out, I go 

to my bunk and read a Grapevine.  I have a sponsor, and I am working on a written Step Two. 

 I plan on doing a ninety-in-ninety (ninety meetings in ninety days), starting the day I 

get out.  I am also going to do a twenty-twenty (arriving twenty minutes early and staying twenty 

minutes after the meeting).  I am going to find a home group.  

 I have started my sober life in jail.  Judging from what I hear from the speakers at the 

meeting and the writers of your articles, I now have hope that I, too, can stay sober and get to 

know my faming again.  I can slowly build a life and keep it.  I am determined to get my daughter 

back and be the mother she deserves.  One day at a time, my daughter never has to see me drink.  

I don‘t ever have to wake up and wonder what I did the night before. 

 This young alcoholic has hopes and dreams, thanks to this simple program.
