Addressing

A parents

When I was a little boy, I had two major
nightmares: one was of a polar bear com-
ing up the driveway and into the house to
eat me, and the other was of a Tyranno-
saurus rex looking in my window and then
attacking me.

Both monsters were as scary as my
dad. As a kid, he molested me and woke
me up with beatingsfi tearing me out of
bed, screaming and hittingfi all while he
was drunk, He would come home at three
in the morning, drunk and mean, and ter-
rorize me, calling me names and making
me do household chores.

I hated him and he hated me. I became a
sullen and rebellious child. I was never
the son that he wanted. He wanted the
all-American jock, but what he got was a
brainy, nerdy, sissy boy. I was an odd
child, like a giraffe being raised by a fam-
ily of deer.

To stuff my anger, to forget my feelings
of aloneness, to co
(actually, I was gay but had no idea what
was going on), I started stealing pills from
my mom, smoking, overeating, and drink-
ing whenever I could. The year I was six-
teen, on Christmas Eve, while the family
was at Midnight Mass, my best friend and
I got drunk on creme de menthe and cola.
I blacked out, broke a bottle of wine, and
got blood everywhere. I urinated on the
sofa. I was in heaven!

About a year later, I got into a fight
with my dad while he was beating me, my
mom, and my sisters. It was so violent
that the police were called, and they es-
corted me off the premises. Me! I was on
my own I drank whenever I wanted and
used whenever I wanted. I managed to
live that way for fifteen years. By age
