Pasco Big Book Is 30

Pasco Big Book, one of our older
and larger groups, celebrated its 30th
Anniversary July 23 with a potluck
dinner at Edna Ave. Club where the
group holds about 18 meetings per
week.

The group started in July, 1981, as
the Port Richey Group with meet-
ings at the then-Salvation Army
church at Washington and Pine Hill
streets. Alanon and Alateen meet-
ings began there later that year.
Monthly eating meetings were
started and continue.

The energy and Big Book wisdom of
Woody W., one of the group foun-
ders, helped fuel rapid growth. On
the group’s 20th anniversary in
2001, Woody said, “The story is not
over and God will provide in the
years to come.” He and Chuck E.
compiled a group history for the
event.

Such faith helped because the group
had to move nine times in 21 years,
sometimes because space was out-
grown.

Oddest stop was a closed motel on
US Hwy 19. Its owner saved the day
when the group was asked to leave
the Washington St. church in 1983.
Members named the place the
“cockroach motel.” There was no
electric and cleanup was required,
but the motel served until sold
months later. Pier One Imports now
stands on the site.

In 1984 the group changed its name
to Pasco Big Book. Late that year,
they had to move again. Alanon and
Alateen found their own meeting
places that time.

Through the years, attendance varied
with the comforts and locations of
meeting sites. Finally, in 2004 the
group rented what is now the Edna
Ave. Club. The club was incorpo-
rated to buy and operate the build-
ing. Alanon is back, and money is
being raised for parking lot improve-
ment.

Woody passed on before the move to
Edna Ave. Chuck E. is still a regular.

All wish Pasco Big Book Group
many more decades of dedication to
carrying the message.
